Tata Motors Passenger Vehicles is
aiming to sharply increase its sport
utility vehicle (SUV) market share
from the current 16-17 per cent to as
much as 20-25 per cent with the
launch of the new Sierra, amodel that
Managing Director and Chief Execu-
tive Officer (MD&CEQ) Shailesh Chan-
dra says will carve out a fresh niche
between mid- and high-SUVs.

The firm believes Sierra’s design,
premium positioning, and aggressive
introductory pricing starting at ¥11.49
lakh will give Tata a strong foothold in
one of the fastest-growing segments.

Chandra said the Sierra has been

deliberately positioned in the heart of

the fast-growing mid-SUV category, a
segment that now sells about 45,000
units amonth, and accounts for neatly
15percent of India’s passengervehicle
(PV) market. Despite its scale, this
remained a ‘discontinuity’ in Tata
Motors’ portfolio, with Curvvaddress-

Bharti Airtel has said that Tejas Net-
works should use filters on its equip-
ment to ensure it does not radiate
signals beyond a limit, in order to
resolve interference between Airtel
and BharatSanchar Nigam’s(BSNL's)
networks across several 4G sites
deployed by the latter in Rajasthan.

Inresponse tocomments fromthe
chief executive officer of Tejas, who
said the interference originated
because Airtel’s sites were deployed
close to BSNL's — remarks reported
by PTTon Tuesday — a spokesperson
for Airtel told Business Standard that
theclaimswere “baseless”, saying that
towers routinely accommodate two or
more operators in close proximity
without any network interference.

“The claim made by Tejas Net-
works is baseless. The current prob-
lem is more a function of
sub-standard equipmentthatdoesn’t
conform to Indian spectrum alloca-
tion requirements,” the spokesperson
said in anemail.

Radio equipment made by all
global vendors for India’s 850 mega
hertz (MHz) band conforms to Indian
frequency allocation requirements.
This ensures that signals in the 850
MHz band are turned off within acer-
tainlimitand do not interfere withthe

uplinkinthe 900 MHz band.
“Buttheradio equipment madeby
Tejas forthe 850 MHz band inIndia —
being used by BSNL — radiates sig-
nals beyond those limits, thus inter-
fering with Airtel’s 900 MHz uplink.

The National Company Law Appel-
late Tribunal (NCLAT) on Tuesday
allowed WhatsApp and Meta's
request to redact confidential com-
mercial information from the appel-
latetribunal’s November 4 judgment.

paragraphs required removal.

The appellate tribunal had in
November set aside the Competi-
tion Commission of India’s (CCI's)
direction barring Meta and Whats-
App from sharing user data with
other Meta group entities for adver-
tising purposes for five years.

The tribunal, however, upheld
the ¥213.14 crore penalty and other
directions issued by the CCIL.
